Are you 
experiencing 
symptoms? 

Take a 
CV-19 test. 

Positive 

Negative 

Isolate for 5 days.  Employee may return to work if symptoms are improved and 
they have not experienced fever for 24 hours w/o use of fever reducing 
medication.  Wear a facial covering and avoid being around others up to 10 
days from start of symptoms. 

  
Did you use a home antigen test?  If yes, you should take a lab test at a local 
clinic or pharmacy.   

If test is negative, regardless of vaccination status, employee may return to 
work if symptoms are improved and they have not experienced fever for 24 
hours w/o use of fever reducing medication.  

Have you been 
exposed to 
someone with 
COVID-19? 

If no symptoms, regardless of vaccination status, employee should wear 
facial covering for up to 10 days from date of exposure and test on day 5.
